On each par 4 hole,
the team score was the sum of the best two individual net scores and on the par five holes, the
team score was the best one best individual net score. The net score was obtained by subtracting
the handicap strokes from the actual score for that hole. Special score cards were prepared
showing the handicap scores for each golfer on every hole on a given team. In addition teams
were divided into three flights by the total team handicaps.

The general rules were the same for all players and including those who play in Divisions
One and Two. All players were allowed to play ‘preferred lie’ through the green including sand
bunkers. Since some teams had only three players the “grandma rule’ was in effect. Grandma was
the fourth player on these teams and grandma always had a par on each hole and her score could
be used to obtain the team score.

At 9 am, when play began, the temperature was a cool 41 degrees and the temperature only
got to 48 at the end of play. Lots of sweaters and jackets were in evidence for most of the round.
Five hours later, while the senior golfers were eating ‘dogs’ and drinking their favorite beverage
and warming up in the clubhouse, the golfers were oohing and Ahhing about the scores that were
being posted. The first flight winners were the team composed of Mike West, Leroy Novak, Bob
Coleman and Larry Fischer who shot an amazing 20 under par team score of 116. The second
flight was won by the team of Bill Westlund, Pete Kalnins, Bill Kortus and Jeff Saunders with a
team score of 123. Third flight was taken by the team of Ron Girard, Lloyd Hinkley, Gene Anthes
and Jim Guerry with a team score of 119.
