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4-MAN TEAM BEST BALL AT EAGLE HILLS

On Wednesday, October 12, the Lincoln Senior Men’s Golf League hosted a 4-Man team Best Ball
tournament at Eagle Hills Golf Course. One hundred and seventeen players registered for this event and
all showed up to play. It was a grand day for golf, sunny with light breezes. In this format each player
plays his own ball throughout the event. When he has attained a score on each hole he is entitled to
handicap strokes based on the handicap he has established throughout the year. He then calculates a
NET score using the score he took on a given hole minus the handicap strokes, which were posted on a
special scorecard . The team score is the sum of the best three NET scores from the team members. The
players were allowed to make up their own teams and teams were put into flights according to their total
team handicaps.

If a player regularly plays from the blue tees, they should play from the white tees. If they regularly play
from the white tees they should play from the GOLD tees. The LEAF rule is in effect: If you cannot find
your ball in a leaf strewn area, you may suspend your search and play another ball WITHOUT taking a
penalty stroke. The next lucky guy who steps on your ball will appreciate two things; (1) the ball and (2)
not having to wait. The GRANDMA rule is also in effect: If a fourth player on a team does not show up
Grandma is the fourth player on that team, and GRANDMA always shoots a par on every hole, and her
score can be counted in the team score.

At the end of play, the winners of flight 1 were, Bob Westlund, Larry Honeycutt, Bill Rainey and Shorty
Harris. Fltght 2 was taken by Jerry Daugherty, Mike West, Bill Kortus and Leroy Novak. Flight 3
winners were the team of Jim Hicks, Les Gaibler, John DuPont and Larry Peach.
